IMPORTANT—NEW RATING: A pitcher with a (Z2Z) rating on his card is treated like a (Z2) pitcher except with bases
empty or runners on first and third. In those two situations only, board number 14 is changed to two balls for

a (Z2) pitcher. Two 14's will result in a base on balls for the batter.

An asterisk(*) following a play result number on the player card means the player steals the next base (if it's unoccupied)
immediately after reaching base when that result number comes up. (This rule does not apply in the Master Game.)

IMPORTANT—RULE CLARIFICATION: When the numbers 7, 8, and/or 11 are found In THE SECOND COLUMN of a player card, they are NOT SUBJECT TO
NORMAL PITCHERS’ GRADE CHANGES. For example, 8 SECOND-COLUMN 8 on the “BASES EMPTY™ board Is always a “SINGLE to left center " NO MATTER

WHAT THE PITCHER'S GRADE IS.
